Memory Verse for November 17-21 
James 1:17 Every good and perfect gift is from
above, coming down from the Father of the
heavenly lights, who does not change like shifting
shadows. 

Next week’s memory verse is an appropriate one 
for the week before Thanksgiving. 

In this passage, James points out that God the father is the giver of all 
the good gifts that we receive in life. This is true, of course, for the 
spiritual blessings of forgiveness, love and peace because of the death 
and resurrection of Jesus. But it is also true of all the things that make 
up our lives. Life itself is a gift from God the Father. Other gifts include 
our family and friends, our possessions and home, the ability to work 
and to learn. 

Thanksgiving is a day set aside especially for giving thanks to the giver 
of all good gifts. Being thankful is not just having a sense of 
appreciation for what you have.
