Memory Verse forNovember 10-14 

 

1 John 4:10-11 
This is love: not that we loved God, but that he 
loved us and sent his Son as an atoning 
sacrifice for our sins. Dear friends, since God 
so loved us, we also ought to love one another. 

Next week’s memory verse is again about love,
and the call to love one another as God has
loved us. 

John offers the cross of Christ as a picture and its very definition. Love
is seen not in how loving we are, but in how loving God is in sending
Jesus. On the cross, Jesus offered Himself, laying down His life, to make
atonement for all of our lovelessness. So the picture of love is not
necessarily about feelings, but rather about self-giving and self-sacrifice
to the benefit of others. We are called to respond to such love by loving
one another in the same way
