Memory Verse for February 9-13 

Question for Discussion 
• How do you feel when you think about seeing loved ones who 

have died in a place where there is no sickness or death? 

John 11:25-26
Jesus said to her, “I am the resurrection and the life.
The one who believes in me will live, even though
they die; and whoever lives by believing in me will
never die. Do you believe this?” 

 
The memory passage for next week is about the resurrection. Christians
believe not just in life after death, but a resurrected life in eternity in a
new creation in which all that is broken and fallen in this world is undone
and renewed. Eternity is not floating around on clouds as disembodied
spirts, but rather a life beyond our imagination in resurrected bodies, in
which there is no sickness, pain, injury, loss or death. 

And this hope is founded on Jesus Christ and His resurrection. He lived,
died and rose again to secure this resurrected hope for all who trust in
Him. For the one who trusts in Christ, death is no longer the final word.
The final word is resurrection. And as we mourn the deaths of those who
died in the Lord, we do so knowing that they are not only in our past, but
also in our future.
