Good Friday
Friday, April 3 at 7:00 PM

Good Friday marks the day that Jesus was crucified. Our
evening worship is a Tenebrae Service. This is an ancient and
beautiful service of gradually darkening the sanctuary as we
read of account of the crucifixion and sing hymns and songs
in response, ending with the sanctuary in darkness.

Easter Vigil
Saturday, April 4 at 8:00 PM

This is the first celebration of the resurrection and serves
as a counterpart to the Good Friday Tenebrae. We process
into a darkened sanctuary with candles, and as we meditate
on history of God's saving activity, the sanctuary is gradually
lightened.

Easter Sunday
Sunday, April 5 at 8:30 AM & 10:30 AM

We will celebrate the resurrection of Jesus with two
opportunities to worship. The 8:30 AM service is led with
traditional hymns, a chamber ensemble, and the choir. The
10:30 AM service is led by the worship band. Our Easter
morning also includes an Easter egg hunt (10:00) and an
i Easter Breakfast in the gym (9:00-10:30).




Memory Verse for April 13-17

1 Peter 5:7
Cast all your anxiety on him because he cares for
you.

Have you ever felt worried or afraid? Maybe it's a

big test, a friendship problem, or something
going on at home. Sometimes, our hearts feel
heavy with fear and stress. But guess what? You
don’t have to carry those burdens alone!

This verse tells us to cast our anxieties on Jesus. That means we can give
Him our worries—completely! But why? Because He cares for us.

Jesus showed how much He loves us when He died on the cross. He
took all our sin, pain, and fear so we could be free. If He loves us that
much, don’t you think He also cares about our daily struggles? He does!

When you feel anxious, pray and tell Jesus what’s on your heart. Trust
that He’s listening, and He will help you.

Discussion Questions:
1. What is something that has been making you feel anxious or

worried lately?
2. How can remembering Jesus’ love for you help you trust Him with

your fears?
3. What are some ways you can remind yourself to pray when you

feel anxious?
