Memory Verse for May 4-8 

1 Timothy 4:12 
Don’t let anyone look down on you because you
are young, but set an example for the believers in
speech, in conduct, in love, in faith and in purity. 

Sometimes it can feel like being young means
you don’t have much to offer. Maybe you’ve
been told, “You’ll understand when you’re
older,” or “You’re just a kid.” But this verse is a
reminder that God sees you differently. 

Paul is writing to Timothy, a young leader in the church, and telling him:
“Don’t let anyone look down on you because you are young.” Instead, Paul
encourages Timothy to be an example—not just later when he grows up, but
right now. And not just in one area, but in five: what you say (speech), how
you act (conduct), how you love, how you trust God (faith), and how you
stay away from sin (purity). 

God isn’t waiting unntl you’re older to use you—He’s ready now. You can “Be
the Light” at school, with friends, at home, even online. You can show others
what it looks like to follow Jesus—even if they’re older than you. 

Discussion Questions 
1.Why do you think Paul told Timothy not to let people look down on
him because he was young? What challenges might a young person face
when trying to lead or set an example? 
2.Which of the five areas (speech, conduct, love, faith, purity) do you 

think is the hardest to be an example in—and why?
